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Guidelines for Administration of Awards to Anganwadi Workers
(AWWSs) under the Integrated Child Development Services (ICDS)
Scheme for the year 2006-07, 2007-08 and 2008-09

Introduction

The Integrated Child Development Services (ICDS) Scheme aims at the
holistic development of children (0-6 years) and pregnant & lactating mothers. It
provides for integrated services comprising of Supplementary
Nutrition, Immunization, Health Check-ups, Referral Services, Pre-School Non-
formal Education and Nutrition & Health Education.
The number of operational Anganwadi Centres have been increased from
34338 as on 31.3.2006, to 41785 as on 31.3.2009

As on 31.3.2010, services under the scheme were being provided to about 55.14
lakh beneficiaries, composing of about 47.17 lakh Children (0 - 6 years) and about 7.97
lakh Pregnant & Lactating mothers through a network of about 57230 Anganwadi Centres
and 5875 operational Mini AWCs.
The grassroots-level implementers are Anganwadi Workers (AWWs), who
are honorary workers from the local community. The Government first
formulated a scheme of Awards for Anganwadi Workers at the National and
State levels for 2000-01. The Scheme is being continued on a year-to-year
basis. The instant guidelines are for the years 2006-07, 2007-08 and 2008-09.
Objective
To motivate the Anganwadi Workers (AVWVs) and to give recognition to their exemplary
voluntary service in child development and related areas under Integrated Child
Development Services (ICDS) Scheme.

Scope and Coverage

The Awards will be provided at two levels, viz. at the State level and at the National

level.

State level Awards for AWWSs for the vear 2006-07. 2007-08 and 2008-09

Awards will be finalized by State Government
District-wise allocation of State Level Awards for Anganwadi Workers is given at
Annexure-l. The nominations for State Level Awards should be furnished by the

district in the proforma enclosed.
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Each Award at the State level will carry a cash award of Rs.5, 000/- and a

States will make selection of awardees on the basis of performance of

Anganwadi Workers, broadly keeping in view the following: -

1 Exemplary performance of the Anganwadi Worker in improving the
coverage and quality of services to children and pregnant & lactating mothers
under the ICDS Scheme and the outcomes achieved by her.

37 Contribution of the Anganwadi Worker towards convergence with other
programmes/ schemes of Centra!/ State Governments/ Local Bodies.

iii. Regular Reporting (MPR & Annual Reports).

iv. Enrolment of Children in SNP & PSE.

v Experience of Anganwadi Worker (Minimum 5 years is recommended).

Recommendations will be made by District/Block level PRIs, MLAs, MPs.

Women's Organizations, CDPO/District Programme Officer of ICDS Scheme

or District Collector/Chief Development Officer.

The final selection of the awardees will be made out of the recommended

names received from all sources by a State Level Selection Committee

consisting of the following:

The National Level Awards will be given to 2 (Two) Anganwadi Workers of the
State to be selected bya National Level Selection Committee on the basis of
nominations received from the State.

The State Governments will nominate Anganwadi Workers for the National Level
Awards out of the awardees selected for the State Level Awards. Particulars of the
nominees for the National Level Awards will be submitted by the district in the same
proforma of State Level Awards by indicating on the top right side corner “For National
Level Awards”

Expenditure towards traveling, boarding & lodging of the Awardees for visiting to
receive the State/ National level Awards will be borne by the concerned district out of
funds released by the State Government for the implementation of the ICDS Scheme.
Separate accounts will be maintained for the same.

Each district is requested to furnish the name of AWWs if they have already
distributed the State Level Awards to them on selection and amount spent thereof on
awarding the presentation for the year 2006-07 to 2008-09 separately for record and

reference of the State Government.
